   FabStar 721 is a self-shielded flux-cored wire used for single pass, vertical up, electrogas welding of 

shipbuilding, heavy equipment fabrication and structural welding. It is suitable for welding of mild steel and high 

tensile steels with high deposition rate and with or without consumable guide.  

 

 

Notes on Usage: 

1. Use DC(+) polarity. 

2. Composition of consumable guide tube should be as close as possible to parent steel and be aware to add 

an insulating ring to the tube made without insulating coating to prevent from a short circuit. 

3. Mechanical properties depend on plate chemistry and joint geometry. 

4. Pre-heat the workpiece and star-up zone. 

5. Baffle plate should be tightened firmly to prevent a leak of deposited metal. 

6. Control all parameters with cares during welding, such as shape of weld joint, tube material, cooling rate.
